Hood Canal Communications receives $2.7 million in grant funding to expand broadband service area in Mason County

The Rural Utilities Service (RUS), through the Recovery Act’s Broadband Initiative Program (BIP) has awarded Hood Canal Communications $2.7 million in grant funding to extend broadband services to residents and businesses in rural Mason County.    Hood Canal Communications will contribute $900,000 in matching funds to this project bringing the total investment to $3.6 million.  The project stands to benefit approximately 1,600 people, 35 businesses, and 5 community institutions.  In addition to the jobs this project will create upfront, it will help drive economic development and create jobs for decades to come.
